not to have them together on one box. The actual problem in performance of hard drive when you 
activate DC in virtualized Windows 2008 Server.

Adding users explicitly to SharePoint Groups, instead of adding AD security groups affects how crawling 

performs. 

If you add/remove users from the SharePoint group it will force search to crawl content - "Security only 
crawl". Incremental crawl starts to update security changes, and all ñUpdated ACLôsò must be pushed 

down to all affect ed items within the index. This process might take a lot of time if changes affect a lot of 
items in SharePoint and you have big number of users in SharePoint. 

Managing users via AD groups won't cause ACL changes, and no security only crawls will occur.

to implement for your Office SharePoint Server deployment. ( Latency is the time required for a packet to 
travel from one point on a netw ork to another ). 

Use the Ping tool (ping.exe) to measure latency, which affects:

By default, Office SharePoint Server 2007 uses all of the front-end Web servers in the server farm to 

crawl content in the same server farm. The index server sends requests to each front -end Web server in 
the farm. The front -end Web servers get the requested content from the SharePoint sites in the farm and 

forward that content to the index server for inde xing. 

This works well for small-to-medium-size organizations. Large organizations, however, tend to crawl more 

content than small organizations. This can translate into hundreds of gigabytes or even terabytes of 
content that is being crawled and indexed, w hat places a heavy load on the front -end Web servers. Such 

load cause negative impact on the performance (CPU usage and up to 50% of trafic) of all front -end Web 

servers in your server farm. 
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To improve the overall performance in large farm configure a dedi cated Web server for crawling content, 

especially if you are crawling a server farm that contains more than 500 gigabytes (GB) of content or if 
you are crawling content over the WAN  

Consider removing this dedicated server from NLB routing

often developers are a bit confused about what to use and wh en. 

SharePoint API provides access to all pillars of SharePoint ï advanced functionality via features set and 
good performance. Itôs a preferable solution when code resides on the SharePoint server with the access 

to server to deploy features and otherôs library. 

SharePoint Web Services provide almost the same level functionality to manage SharePoint. There is a 

small performance challenged due to objectôs serialization/de-serialization and network latency, 
comparing to API. But the principal only differen ce with API in the context of usage. Web Services are 

applicable to remote SharePoint instances, when you have limited access, or donôt have any access to 

deploy your features and libraries. The only way to manipulate with SharePoint data in this case is v ia 
standard Web Services, which can be found in the following MSDN article. 

There is a tend that Microsoft moves their services online and we have Microsoft Online Services which 
demonstrate how SharePoint, Exchange and other servers works in SaaS model. In this case managing 

online SharePoint services is available only via Web Services.

The main role of the SSP is to serve as the provider of key centralized services to consuming sites and 

portals. It was designed with isolation in mind that Web Application Web Application is working with the 

single SSP only, so that an organization would have a single SSP from which all of its sites could consume 

enterprise-level services. 

Each Web Application in SharePoint farm must get its Shared Services from a single SSP. Itôs not possible 
to use different  SSPs for certain Shared Services. Neither is it possible to say that a certain SSPs only 

provide certain services. The concept of the single SSP works well for hosted scenarios and non-global 

organizations and companies. 

There are several scenarios for having multiple SSPs: 

1. Index Server scale. There is a recommended maximum of 50 million items per Index Server. 

Since you can only have 1 Index server per SSP. If you can more than 50 million items to index, 
you may need to split the load across multiple SSPs. 

2. Privacy. Some parts of the organization may actually want to host their own My Sites, Profiles etc 
and the split is seen as a good thing. 

3. Geographically Dispersed deployments. 

In such scenarios isolated SSP doesnôt provide required functionality, especially for User Profiles and 

Personalization. So, you have to configure the farms with multiple SSPs. There are no limitation to have 
several SSPs in farms, but that configuration introduces additional level of complexity to have services 

synchronized.

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In case of multiple SharedServices you end up with duplicated services. If you do have 2 SSPs, then you 

have 2 My Sites per user, 2 profiles per user, 2 sets of search indexes etc.  Such configuration requires 
additional steps to keep the SSPs in sync with each other and make sure that user's are redirected to the 

correct SSP for their My Site. 

To simplify synchronisations Microsoft provides tool ñUser Profile Replication Engineò (part of SharePoint 

Administration Toolkit) to maintaining consistent user profile data throughout the complete SharePoint 
ecosystem, including geographic deployments. It does multi-master data replication from one source to 

multiple destinations in the form of a full or incremental synchronization.

Steve Sheppard published nice recommendation regarding optimizing the MOSS Cache performance and 

how to measure the performance.  

Citing the tips section from his post 

We feel this level of cache performance will meet an economical customers performance needs without 

unduly sacrificing their limited memory resources. The steps to achieve this are fairly straightforward and 
must be applied in an iterative fashion until the desired level of performance is achieved. The 

recommended steps are:  

1. Start with the default cache settings of 100MB on the site collection.  

2. Capture at least 8 hours worth of performance data from the WFEs while the system is 
under a typical load using the "SharePoint Publishing Cache/Total number of cache 

compactions" counter. Since we are interested in tracking compactions per hour it is 

acceptable to  capture this data at 1 minute intervals.  
3. After analysis of the data, if we  are exceeding the threshold for acceptable cache 

compactions we will need to add an additional 50MB to the Maximum Cache Size value 
and run the test again.  

4. We should continue this process until such time as we have achieved an acceptable 

cache compaction rate.

SharePoint provides you a nice ASP.NET model of Web Parts functionality. But when we are building the 

internet faced public sites and trying to apply  Web Content Accessibility Guidelines (WCAG) on Web Part 
Zones it come back and bite us. The major problem is that Web Part zone is not WCAG compliant. 

There are several ways to achieve desired behaviour 

1. use ñAccessibility Kit for SharePointò. It seems to be very logical step to consider :) There are 
25(!) different adapters, which have to address accessibility of Web Parts, but harsh reality is 

that none of them address Web Parts Zones compliance. Yep, itôs not a joke :) So, cross out this 

point  
2. Use *custom* adapter on the top of WebPartZone to render content with <DIV> tag. 

Unfortunately SharePoint integrated a lot if JavaScripts to their web parts zones, that current 
approach breaks drag-n-drop functionality of Web Parts. (I reckon thatôs why AKT didnôt address 

this issue) 

In these days using custom adapters is the only way to achieve WCAG for Web Parts Zone. It wonôt work 

for the intranet sites, due to broken drag -n-drop functionality, but for public sites it has not 
disadvantages, because you usually donôt allow users to change layout of public sites.

I am not calling this a bug, because it seems intentional and planned. I am calling this a HARD limit, 
because 1000 is actually the exact number for upper boundary.   
To demonstrate, I wrote a script that populates a calendar list with events, and let it create over 1000 
events. I then saw that only 1000 items are shown, the 1001st item will not be displayed . 

What I mean by ñcalendar monthò? 

This  limit applies for events that are scheduled for the same month.  

What does this limit applies for?  

¶ For displaying events (all events types) in the different calendar views (monthly,weekly,daily) 
-   
You will see only the first 1000 items.  

¶ For displaying the details of a recurring event (using dispform.aspx), that is not shown in the 

different calendarôs views (monthly,weekly,daily) -  
If you create 1500 items and (for example) item # 1500 is not shown, if that item is a 
recurring event, you will not be able to see itôs details. If it is not a reoccurring event, you 
wonôt have any problem seeing itôs details, even though it is item # 1500. 

What doesnôt this limit does not apply for? 

¶ For displaying items in a regular list  view (tabular view) -   
You can still see thousands of items in a regular list view (allitems.aspx) like you can in any 
other list type.  

¶ For storing items in the list -   
Working with event as items in a list in any other way than calendar views, is not aff ected by 
this limit.

This was in fact a 'feature' of MOSS (which hopefully gets fixed in the next service pack). What needs to 

happen is that the user or group needs to also have 'read' permissions to the master page gallery. Once 

you have done this, everything works (although it does mean that your users al so have read permissions 

to the master page gallery, which I wasn't overly wrapped about).  

Rason: the reason for this is that this is where the page templates are located, and to create a new page 
you need to use a page template, and as such need read access to it.  

To apply this 'fix' you will need to do the following:  

1. Go to Site Actions -> Site Settings ->Modify all site settings  

2. Go to Galleries -> Master pages and page layouts 

3. From the list toolbar, select Settings -> Document library settings  

4. Select permissions for this document library 

5. Add 'Restricted Read' access to the required groups. 

Once this is done, your users will no longer get the access denied error.

2. Select Tools ï> Options from Visual Studio and clear checkbox from ñEnable Just My Code 
(Managed only) checkbox.  

3. Select Tools ï> Attach to Process from Visual Studio and select w3wp process you want your 

debugger to be attached to.   
4. You can detect correct w3wp.exe process using iisapp.vbs script. Check out the following 

screenshot.  
5. If you want to see what modules are used by process just type CTRL+ALT+U and see if your 

assemblies are also listed there.
